Funding for High School After-School Programs

Support

SB 1478 & AB 1984 establish locally driven after-school enrichment programs for high school pupils in the hours after the regular schoolday.  

What SB 1478 & AB 1984 Do

· Expand the current after-school programs to include high school students.

· Fund a minimum of 10 programs at a maximum of $250,000 per year for up to 5 years.

· Include community-based organizations within the mix of eligible programs.

Why Support SB 1478 & AB 1984?

· Expand the successes of after-school programs.   
· Ensure that the Department of Education’s current year guidelines for high school after-school programs remain inclusive of CBOs. 
· Utilizes federal monies, so it can be enacted into law this year (even with California’s state budget deficit).

Why Host After-School Programs within Community Technology?

· CTCs use technology to assist students with homework help and boost academic success, while equipping students with technology skills—increasingly more important in our technology dominated workforce.

· CTCs have proven themselves to be effective at increasing academic achievement.  For example, in a four-year statewide demonstration program called Computers In Our Future (CIOF)
:

· 43% of the students cited that their grades improved; and 

· 27% of the students developed new skills that help them in school. 

· Because CTCs are housed in trusted and established community-based organizations with staff who reflect the community in which they serve, CTCs are reaching the most underserved residents.
How SB 1478 & AB 1984 Help Californians

· Transition youth to adulthood by providing challenging opportunities to build relevant life and work skills, develop relationships with caring adults and mentors, increase civic engagement, and give back to the community.
· Invest in a cost-effective program that improves standardized test scores, prevents juvenile violence and crime, and reduces youth drug, tobacco, and alcohol use.
· Assure that low-income community youth can reap the educational and employment benefits offered by California’s technology-based economy.
