Technology Workforce Training for Underserved California Communities

What AB 2501 Does

· Creates a statewide competitive grant program to train residents in technology skills for educational attainment and job advancement.

· Provides this training through Community Technology Centers (CTCs) - - which are community-based organizations located throughout California and which provide public access to and learning opportunities in technology for residents in low-income communities.

· Places this grant program under California’s Workforce Investment Board (CWIB).  CWIB is funded through the federal Workforce Investment Act and does not require additional funding.
Why Support AB 2501?

· Modernizes California’s job training efforts to prepare workers with the new skills employers are looking for, rather than skills for dead-end, outmoded jobs.   
· Directs resources to the most underserved communities, offering their residents the skills required for the fastest growing portion of the job market in California today -- jobs requiring technology skills. 
· Can be enacted into law this year (even with California’s state budget deficit) because it is funded through available federal funds.

· Why CTCs?

· CTCs have proved themselves to be effective at enrolling and training low-income residents in technology skills.  In a four-year statewide demonstration program called Computers In Our Future (CIOF)
:

· 63% of participants could perform technology tasks without assistance by the end of the course; and

· Nearly two-thirds of the participants developed job-related technology skills. 

· Because CTCs are housed in trusted and established community-based organizations with staff who reflect the community in which they serve, CTCs are reaching the most underserved residents. In the CIOF demonstration
:

· Nearly 80% of participants are people of color; and 

· 84% of adult center participants have a high school education or less.
How AB 2501 Helps Californians

· Prepares a workforce with the skills California employers are looking for today.
· Provides the workforce training through a model that has been demonstrated to be effective.

· Assures that low-income community residents can reap the educational and employment benefits offered by California’s technology-based economy.
