e-Lection:

How to Register to Vote Using the Internet

Using the Internet, you have two ways to register to vote: 1) Completing the form online or 2) Printing the form and dropping it off in the mail.  But first, before you can register to vote, you must: 

· be a United States Citizen;

· be 18 years of age on or before the day of the election;

· be a resident of the State of California;

· not be in prison or on parole for the conviction of a felony; and

· not have been judged by a court to be mentally incompetent to register and vote.
Option 1: Fill out the online form (To ensure that you will be able to vote in the Nov. 2 elections, please use this option only if today’s date is before October 8.  If today’s date is after October 8, go to Option 2 below)
(a) Go to www.ss.ca.gov/elections/elections.htm 

(b) Click on “Register to Vote” or “Voter Registration Card” 

(c) Click on “Fill out the Voter Registration Card Online” available in both English and Spanish

(d) Click on “California Online Voter Registration Form”

(e) Fill out all required information on the online form

(f) Press the “Submit Voter Registration Information”

(g) Wait approximately 7-10 days until you receive the form in the mail

(h) Sign, date, and drop the form in the mail (postage is already paid)

(i) YOUR FORM/APPLICATION MUST BE POSTMARKED BY OCTOBER 18th, 2004 TO BE ELIGIBLE TO VOTE.
Option 2: Print out the form and mail it

(a) Go to http://www.ss.ca.gov/elections/elections_vr.htm
(b) Click on “Download and Mail a Voter Registration Form”.  This is available in English or Spanish.  Your computer must have Adobe Acrobat in order to print the form.  If not, contact a staff person.

(c) Print the form and follow the instructions.

(d) Fill out the form.

(e) Mail or drop off the form either at your county Registrar of Voters (to find yours, go to http://www.ss.ca.gov/elections/ca_map_counties.html and click on your county) or mail it to the Secretary of State:
