
CCTPG Overview

Who We Are

The California Community Technology Policy Group (CCTPG) includes representatives from over 200 community and statewide organizations, representing after-school, employment training, economic development, civic participation, health care, housing, youth development, adult education, and other organizations that have integrated technology access and training into their programs, or are using technology in innovative ways to accomplish their missions.  CCTPG’s goal is to ensure underserved communities reap the economic, educational, health, and civic benefits offered by new digital innovations.  (A partial listing of Steering Committee organizations is on the back.)

Our knowledge and expertise about what is needed comes from many years of on-the-ground experience providing access and opportunities to learn to use technology to tens of thousands of low-income Californians.  Our experience enables us to 1) strengthen the capacity of low-income communities to have a voice in public policy making and 2) advocate for the most effective ways to direct resources to low-income communities so residents gain access to computers, the Internet, technology skills training, and the ability to use technology tools to meet life’s daily needs.

What We Have Accomplished to Date

· Conducted policy trainings for community leaders from low-income communities;

· Hosted three Sacramento advocacy days, which were each attended by over 100 participants;

· Advocated for seven pieces of legislation that were signed into law to support community technology and after-school programs, which: strengthen the California Teleconnect Fund (SB 1863, 2002 & SB 1276, 2004), develop a state broadband plan (SB 1563, 2002), direct funding for after-school programs (SB 1478 & AB 1984, 2002), provide last mile connections (SB 720, 2003), and create a new Digital Divide Fund (AB 855, 2003); 

· Participated in regulatory proceedings: Universal Service Redefinition (OIR 01-05-046, Public Utilities Commission, 2002), 21st Century Learning Centers Grant Program guidelines formulation by the California Department of Education (2002), California Teleconnect Fund Program Enhancements (T-16742, PUC, 2003), Widespread Deployment of Advanced Telecommunications Technologies (OIR 03-04-003, PUC, 2003-04), and Voice over Internet Protocol regulatory requirements (OII 04-02-007, PUC, 2004); 

· Produced a report on the potential of virtual education to assist at-risk youth (Briefing is attached);

· Contributed to the public discourse on digital inclusion by contributing to publications and participating in public forums; and

· Educated people about elections via on-line information, encouraging civic participation and informing candidates about issues involving youth and technology.

Our Priorities

· Advocate for policies that support community-based technology programs;

· Strengthen the voice of low-income communities in the policymaking process; and

· Educate policy makers and the public about the value of community-based technology efforts and the role they play in creating healthier communities.
